The principal themes for FY08 focused on quality, growth and sustainability.
Quality always comes first. SJCS-VA received its full three-year CARF accredi-
tation in FY07 and we began conducting internal team reviews to prepare for
the CARF accreditation process in all SJCS locations. SJCS-TN was ranked in
the Quality Tier for the 5th year in a row, DC retained its high rating in Basic
Assurances Standards Authorization, and PA maintained its position as a premier
employment provider for people with disabilities in Philadelphia. 

We have thought more than ever about growth and sustainability to make 
sure that the next 140 years are as successful as the past. We look at our state
operations to see what we achieved in 2008. 

� SJCS-DC opened two additional classrooms for students with autism in the 
DC Public Schools; supported a number of adults to move from group homes
to more individually tailored apartment living; and increased the number 
of people who obtained employment.

� SJCS-VA absorbed cuts in funding while maintaining quality and capacity in
Community Living and Community Participation programs; reached out to
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SJCS Today (continued)

youth with disabilities exiting schools to increase Employment Services; and
expanded In-Home Support services so that people may receive assistance
while remaining in their own homes.

� SJCS-TN responded to state cutbacks with new living arrangements allowing
residents to combine resources, enhance personal finances and be supported
more cost effectively; increased volunteer and employment sites; and initiated
Case Management services to connect seniors to in-home supports.

� SJCS-PA increased the number of people employed by 25 percent; received a
grant for a new employment marketing materials and began plans to initiate
Community Participation services.

Each annual report reflects accomplishments of the past year and even more so in
our 140th anniversary year. Our achievements are evident in more than the tradi-
tional ways—we observe self-advocacy groups “giving voice” to their concerns;
staff–directed Quality Teams implementing strategies for a better workplace; and
boards and management staff following the strictest business practices and ethical
behavior. And all our efforts reflect a partnership with people with disabilities and
their families, and community members who share our vision and commitment.
